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GROUNDS EXCLUDING CRIMINAL RESPONSIBILITY
IN INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL LAW

Summary

The application of grounds excluding criminal responsibility in international criminal
justice indicates the development of international criminal law toward the observance of
human rights and freedoms during a trial. The author argued that international legal standards
for the functioning of criminal justice must be aimed at the achievement of the dual goal of the
criminal process: the punishment of the perpetrators and protection of human rights.

The article provides general characteristics of the grounds excluding criminal responsibility
under international criminal law as well as their classification. The Rome Statute of the ICC,
by codifying the grounds excluding criminal responsibility combined the approaches of
different legal systems to their understanding. The Rome Statute does not concretize whether
a particular defence can be classified as an excuse or a justification. The Statute contains



three groups excluding criminal responsibility. As practice shows, the application of grounds
excluding criminal responsibility for committing international crimes faces a significant
number of issues and requires a detailed study of each of the grounds, which has its own
mechanism of action.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the study was a complex of philosophical,
general scientific and special approaches and methods (systemic, dialectical, theoretical
generalization and comparison, causal-consequence); conceptual provisions contained in
legal literature in international and national law, provisions of international instruments and
jurisprudence.

Special attention is paid to the substantive and procedural defences as well as «justi-
fications» which exclude wrongfulness of conduct and «excuses» which negate the
blameworthiness of wrongful action. The author described the system of grounds excluding
criminal responsibility under the Rome Statute, identifying three main groups: 1) grounds
excluding criminal responsibility provided for in article 31 of the Statute (mental disease
or defect, intoxication, self-defence, duress/necessity); 2) grounds excluding criminal
responsibility provided for in the articles 32-33 of the Statute (Mistake of fact or mistake of
law, superior orders); 3) additional grounds for excluding criminal responsibility other than
those referred to in the Statute. At the same time, the Statute does not contain an exhaustive list
of such grounds, thereby allowing the application of grounds not provided for in the Statute.
The conclusion is made about the flexibility of the Statute as a legal instrument.
